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What is a Plan of Condominium?
A condominium is land that has been divided into multiple units and blocks for the purpose of development. A condominium is not a building type but rather a form of ownership. In a condominium, owners have individual ownership of their own units and share the ownership of common elements that may include parking areas, private roads and sidewalks. A condominium corporation is created to pay for the maintenance of common elements. There are five types of condominiums: standard, common elements, vacant land, phased, and leasehold. The County of Frontenac is the approval authority for plans of condominium in the Townships of Frontenac Islands, South Frontenac, Central Frontenac and North Frontenac.
The purpose of a draft plan of condominium is to develop land in an orderly manner by making sure that the proper infrastructure and services will be in place, if they are not already. The County of Frontenac reviews draft plan of condominium applications along with the Township, Conservation Authority and other agencies. A draft plan of condominium must show: property line boundaries and dimensions of each unit; location of streets; location of school and/or park sites. A draft plan of condominium does not show: specific building locations.
When considering an application for a condominium, Council evaluates the application using Section 50 criteria of the Planning Act, including:
· The effects of the proposal on matters of provincial interest;
· Suitability of the land for the proposed use, including size and shape of the lots;
· Adequacy of vehicular access, water supply and sewage disposal;
· The need to ensure protection from potential flooding or other natural hazards; and
· The protection of natural features including waterbodies and wetlands.
All decisions of Council must be consistent with the Provincial Policy Statement and conform to the County of Frontenac Official Plan and Township Official Plan. In accordance with the Planning Act¸ an applicant may appeal 180 days after the application has been deemed complete if there is no decision from Council.
Who can submit a Plan of Condominium?
Anyone can submit a plan of condominium but they will require the assistance of professionals including planners and engineers. During pre-application, a number of requirements will be identified that must be submitted at the time of application including a number of studies.
How to Get Involved
Applications for condominiums are required to have public notice, which includes posted signage at the property, as well as notification to neighbouring properties. Get involved by submitting written comments through email or mail or attending and speaking at the public meeting in support of or in opposition to the application. What is the process for a Plan of Condominium?
· Pre-application meeting is required to be held with the applicant, the applicant’s planner, County planning staff, Township planning staff and relevant agencies to review. .edback.
Pre-Application
· Application received along with the required studies, review fees and application form.
· Application is reviewed for completeness and accepted, if deemed complete.
Application Submission
· Application circulated to Township, agencies and the public as set out in the Planning Act. Comments and recommended conditions are received and incorporated accordingly.
Circulation & Comments
· Public meeting held by County Planning Advisory Committee.
Public Meeting
· County planning staff recommendation to County Planning Advisory Committee, recommendation forwarded to County Council (approval authority).
· County Council issues draft plan approval, refusal of application, or defers for more information. 
· Notice of County Council decision is circulated in accordance with the Planning Act.
Recommendation & Decision
· Appeal period in effect for appeal to Local Planning Appeal Tribunal.
Appeal
· Applicant fulfills conditions, receives clearance letters and prepares final plan.
Fulfillment of Conditions
· Final approval issued by County of Frontenac.
Final Approval
